This lesson will involve the review of tones, and then involve the learners in both individual and group singing. The learners learn by; singing, listening, and reading. The learners are engaged in a session that involves the application of the knowledge gained in relation to other songs. In this case, the learners are assessed in the form of the activities that they perform. Both visual and verbal, musical concepts are reinforced. The learners demonstrate the understanding of the following elements as leaned in the classroom. 
They include;  Beat: Keeping the beat, Pitch includes; pentatonic scale (do-re-mi-so-la) and the highness and lowness of voice, Dynamics include: loud vs. soft, and volume gradations, thus the terms such as; crescendo which means getting louder and decrescendo which means getting softer, Timbre which involves the categorization of instruments through listening to the various sounds, Tempo is described in terms of fast vs. slow, Rhythm is further divided into; whole note (ta-a-a-a),  half note (ta-a), whole rest and  half rest, Form is categorized in the form of; chorus, phrase, verse and , binary (AB) form, Harmony, Metre, Texture and expressive Elements.
